SACRAMENT OF RECONCILIATION: (Confession/Penance): Available Tuesday morning following Novena, Friday morning 
immediately after the 8:00am Mass and Saturdays from 4:00pm - 4:45pm and any time at the Rectory by appointment with a priest. 

SACRAMENT OF THE ANOINTING OF THE SICK:   In the case of serious, unexpected illness, please contact the Rectory Office to 

arrange for a priest to pray with the ill person. For those about to enter the hospital, anointing of the Sick is held on the first Saturday of the 

month following the 8:30am Mass. 

SACRAMENT OF HOLY ORDERS:   Anyone interested in exploring the vocation to the priesthood or the diaconate should call the 
Rectory Office. Those interested in living their lives as Religious Sisters or Brothers, should call the Rectory.

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From Fr. Reneõs Desk 
 

 Our Lord Jesus is a great encourager. Markôs Gospel records several of his words of 
encouragement. ñI will make you become fishers of men,ò  Jesus tells his first disciples. To the 
paralytic He says, ñSon, your sins are forgiven.ò He addresses the synagogue official whose twelve 
year old daughter was critically ill, ñFear not, only believe.ò To the terrified disciples in the boat he 
says, ñTake courage, it is I; do not be afraid.ò ñLet the little children come to me, and stop hindering 
them, for such belongs the Kingdom of God.ò To the disciples he says, ñWhatever you ask in prayer, 
believeéit shall be yours.ò In todayôs Gospel, He offers an affectionate word to the scribe who is an 
upright man and a sincere seeker of the truth, ñYou are not far from the Kingdom of God.ò He is 
urging him to enter the Kingdom of God, to be inside it. 

 

Seeing in the man not just an expert of the law but a person who is seeking the truth and is 
wanting to learn more from Him, Jesus devotes his time instructing him.  He teaches that the whole 
duty of man can be summed up in one word: LOVE. This love must be directed first of all toward 
God who is Love. He creates out of love. He redeems out of love. He sanctifies out of love. He 
intervenes out of love. In quoting the Shema prayer, Jesus stresses the fact that this one and only 
God was to be loved, and He commands us to love God with all our God-given faculties, with all our 
power: heart, soul, mind, strength. Godôs wholehearted love must not be answered in a halfhearted 
manner. He deserves our full attention, and He is not to be loved less. So, letôs keep the 
commandments. Offer daily prayer of thanksgiving and pardon. Meditate on his Word in the Bible. 
Love the Sunday Mass and visit to the Blessed Sacrament. Long to be within His active, intelligent 
and voluntary Love. 

 

Moreover, flowing from the love towards God is the love toward our needy neighbor,  who is 
Godôs image bearer. God is in our neighbor; His Spirit dwells within him. Since each of us has been 
created with the love for himself,  our love for self should be the measure whereby we decide how to 
love our neighbor. Well, letôs be an encourager, show compassion, kindness, forgiveness, patience 
and understanding, faith and hope. Be of assistance to anyone who has been providentially placed 
in your path for sympathy and help.  

 

Jesus makes stronger his declaration: ñThere is no commandments greater than these.ò 
While faith and hope take, love gives. It imparts. Encouraged by Jesus, the scribe understood that 
Love is the key that unlocks the door to the Kingdom.
