SACRAMENT OF RECONCILIATION: (Confession/Penance): Available Tuesday morning following Novena, Friday morning 
immediately after the 8:00am Mass and Saturdays from 4:00pm - 4:45pm and any time at the Rectory by appointment with a priest. 

SACRAMENT OF THE ANOINTING OF THE SICK:   In the case of serious, unexpected illness, please contact the Rectory Office to 

arrange for a priest to pray with the ill person. For those about to enter the hospital, anointing of the Sick is held on the first Saturday of the 

month following the 8:30am Mass. 

SACRAMENT OF HOLY ORDERS:   Anyone interested in exploring the vocation to the priesthood or the diaconate should call the 
Rectory Office. Those interested in living their lives as Religious Sisters or Brothers, should call the Rectory.

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From Fr. Reneõs Desk 
 

As Godôs baptized children, we are now, under Godôs watchful care and 
guidance, walking through the long thirty-four weeks of the Ordinary Time of the 
Church year. These are ordinary weeksðthe day by day weeks, but Jesus our Savior is 
really present and intervening in these ordinary weeks.  The here and now is freely 
given to us to discover and encounter Himðto love and enjoy Him. With Jesus with 
us in these weeks, let our faith and love for Him absorb us so completely in Him and 
be loved by Him. 

 

His living word and  powerful messianic signs and wonders point us to Godôs 
directions. At the wedding at Cana, Jesus performs the first sign: the changing of 
gallons of water into munificent and exquisite wine.  Through this glorious miracle 
which saved the couple from a shameful and unfortunate situation, he has revealed 
his glory as the Son of Man come down from heaven and as the Son of God sent by 
the Father, united to the Father, bringing salvation and light. The first disciples begin 
to believe in him. As the first sign, the miracle at Cana is ordained to faith; the other 
following signs, to the perfection of faith. 

 

In todayôs Gospel from St. Luke, we find a little foreword which gives a precious 
testimony to the reliability of the reports of the gospel. Following it is the scene in the 
synagogue of Nazareth where Jesus unveils his earthly mission as essentially outlined 
in the prophetic text from Isaiah 61. Godôs anointed is to proclaim glad tidings to the 
poor, liberty to captives, recovery of sight to the blind, freedom to the oppressed, and 
to proclaim a year of favor from God. Isaiahôs prophecy finds fulfillment in Christ. In 
the power of his work as well as his teaching, God is fully at work in each of us and in 
this world. Itôs for each of us to discover it and remain in communion with Him.  

 

By virtue of our baptism, given the Spirit of God and anointed and endowed 
with divine gifts, each of us has become a living member of Christôs Body. Using our 
unique gifts, we are called to tell Godôs goodness and mercy to those who have set 
God aside and are estranged from Him and those who have stopped believing and 
praying. We let themselves be loved by our Savior.

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Some Excerpts from Pope Francis Apostolic 
Letter ñAperuit Illisò  

* Consequently, I hereby declare that the Third 
Sunday in Ordinary Time is to be devoted to the 
celebration, study and dissemination of the 
word of God. This Sunday of the Word of 
God will thus be a fitting part of that time of the 
year when we are encouraged to strengthen 
our bonds with the Jewish people and to pray 
for Christian unity. This is more than a temporal 
coincidence: the celebration of the Sunday of 
the Word of God has ecumenical value, since 
the Scriptures point out, for those who listen, 
the path to authentic and firm unity. 

* The sweetness of Godôs word leads us to 
share it with all those whom we encounter in 
this life and to proclaim the sure hope that it 
contains (cf. 1 Pet 3:15-16). Its bitterness, in 
turn, often comes from our realization of how 
difficult it is to live that word consistently, or 
our personal experience of seeing it rejected as 
meaningless for life. We should never take 
Godôs word for granted, but instead let 
ourselves be nourished by it, in order to 
acknowledge and live fully our relationship with 
him and with our brothers and sisters. 

* Yet another challenge raised by sacred 
Scripture has to do with love. Godôs word 
constantly reminds us of the merciful love of 
the Father who calls his children to live in love. 
The life of Jesus is the full and perfect 
expression of this divine love, which holds 
nothing back but offers itself to all without 
reserve. In the parable of Lazarus, we find a 
valuable teaching. When both Lazarus and the 
rich man die, the latter, seeing the poor man 
Lazarus in Abrahamôs bosom, asks that Lazarus 
be sent to his brothers to warn them to love 
their neighbour, lest they also experience his 
torment. Abrahamôs answer is biting: ñThey 
have Moses and the prophets; let them hear 
themò (Lk 16:29). To listen to sacred Scripture 
and then to practise mercy: this is the great 
challenge before us in life. Godôs word has the 
power to open our eyes and to enable us to 
renounce a stifling and barren individualism and 
instead to embark on a new path of sharing and 
solidarity.
