SACRAMENT OF BAPTISM:  Celebrated on the first Saturday (Spanish) and second Saturday (English) of each month at 11:30am. In order 
to participate in this celebration, parents must register at the Rectory Office for our pre-baptism program. 

SACRAMENT OF MARRIAGE:  Couples planning to marry should contact the Rectory Office before visiting a reception hall. The preparation 
process is nine months before your proposed wedding date. Call the Rectory Office for further information. 

SACRAMENT OF CONFIRMATION:  Children in the seventh and eight grades are prepared to celebrate this Sacrament through the Religious 
Education Program. Adults prepare for this Sacrament through the RCIA process. Call the Rectory Office for further information. 

SACRAMENT OF RECONCILIATION: (Confession/Penance): Available Tuesday morning following Novena, Friday morning immediately after 
the 8:00am Mass and Saturdays from 4:00pm - 4:45pm and any time at the Rectory by appointment with a priest. 

SACRAMENT OF THE ANOINTING OF THE SICK:   In the case of serious, unexpected illness, please contact the Rectory Office to arrange 

for a priest to pray with the ill person. For those about to enter the hospital, anointing of the Sick is held on the first Saturday of the month following the 

8:30am Mass. 

SACRAMENT OF HOLY ORDERS:   Anyone interested in exploring the vocation to the priesthood or the diaconate should call the Rectory 
Office. Those interested in living their lives as Religious Sisters or Brothers, should call the Rectory.

Lent has begun. As a propitious time given to us by the merciful Father, it allows us 
to be filled with the Holy Spirit in order to purify us and strengthen our love for 
Him. We have forty days to be more aware of the redeeming work of our Lordð
especially His sacred Cross, and also to live our baptism, paying more attention to 
fasting, almsgiving, and praying with the right intentionsðthe three acts of justice 
that our Lord referred to last Ash Wednesday. 
 
Todayôs Gospel deals with the temptations of our Lordðgluttony, greed, and 
vainglory. He spends 40 days and forty nights in fasting and prayer preparing for the 
redeeming mission given Him by the Father and now he feels weak and hungry. His 
temptation is to use His power for Himself. Obedient to the Fatherôs will and to 
Godôs word, He resists Satanôs attack. To gluttony, He responds with fasting (self-
restraint); to greed, almsgiving (charity), to vainglory or pride, prayer (with 
humility). Because He wills to be tempted, He never allows these earthly things to 
draw himself away from His divine mission. 
 
It should be noted that Adam and Eve, who have been given so much, have also been 
tempted. Their temptation is they want moreðwanting to be like God. In our case, 
with our wounded fallen human nature, it is easy for Satan to attack us. Often we 
find ourselves the source of many temptations; a daily fierce struggle that we canôt 
avoid. But, we learn from the example of our Lord, fully relying on divine providence 
and trusting in God. Our virtue is in being able to overcome temptations and not in 
being exempt from them. Letôs bear in mind that a special grace sufficient to 
overcome every temptation always accompanies it. To our benefit, letôs use that 
grace. As St. Paul puts is, ñBe reconciled to God.ò 
 
¶ Happy Lent! As Catholics we are to abstain from eating meat every Friday of Lent. 
Whether or not you are exempt from this, let your Lenten spirit and your heartôs 
goodness make a choice that is beneficial to your soul. And increase your good 
deeds, prayer, and almsgiving.
